Bournemouth and Poole College has a state-of-the-art library and multimedia
facility at each of the main two sites, plus a further well equipped library at the
Lower Constitution Hill site. The Learning Resources Centres at
Bournemouth and Poole contain a wide range of books, journals, videos,
DVDs and audio material for loan.
