From Wednesday 18th March 3pm, we will be closing the College sites to students. As of Monday 23rd March, all learning will
move online and students will be home/remote studying with staff also working remotely.

The Government’s advice for whole households, those with specific underlying health issues and pregnant women to self-isolate
has left us to carefully consider what actions we can take to support our community. 

The health and safety of our students, staff and the wider Bournemouth & Poole community is our number one priority, and we
believe that taking this action now is in the best interest of our whole community.

Although the College’s sites may be closed, we will still be operating remotely. Our teaching staff are preparing online learning
resources for students, meaning they can continue their studies at home, and our support staff will be continuing to work
remotely. We advise that our students still continue to revise and prepare for exams.
